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COUNCIL NEWS

Congratulations to the Dryden Drag Race Association as the
weather finally permitted them to run their first event! Thanks to
all the volunteers for helping out and to all the community or-
ganizations running events that day to make it an overall com-
munity success. We hope to see more events like this take place
and wish the continued success for the Drag Race Association.
We were very pleased to see another fun event at the end of
March where volunteers rallied together and helped raise money
for the Lillian Berg School grade 7/8s.

Now that the Provincial Election is over and cabinet is in place,
the Municipality will resume our efforts lobbying government
officials on municipal issues. Some of the Ministries we will be
trying to get in contact with include the Ministry of Environment,
Conservation, and Parks, Ministry of Health, Ministry of Trans-
portation, and Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing. A lot
of the issues to be discussed revolve around the lack of funding
available to small municipalities, especially for critical infrastruc-
ture projects. These projects include our landfills, bridges, and
our vision of a joint EMS Base and Health Clinic. Without funding
support these projects are not realistically achievable for our
Municipality as the cost of them is something that cannot be
supported through just the municipal tax base.

The provincial government made asset management reporting a
requirement for Municipalities in 2018, this led to the creation of
asset management plans and the need to continuously update
them as per provincial regulations. Over the past few years, we
have realized the need for accurate information for these assets
as it impacts our provincial funding amounts and can help with
identifying asset replacement needs when grants are available.
We've decided to move forward with training services for our
municipal staff regarding building asset evaluation and assess-
ment sheet information. This will give staff the tools and
knowledge needed to assess our building infrastructure: finding
flaws and recognizing when we will need to replace infrastruc-
ture ensures we don’t reach a point where service delivery is
interrupted because we don’t have the funds to meet our infra-
structure needs.

The Kenora District Municipal Association had their second exec-
utive meeting of the year in March where a follow up discussion
about the annual general conference took place as well as how
the executive should approach the government for help on issues
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in the north. A few of the proposed topics to be discussed with
appropriate Ministers include: OPP Billing Model, District Home
for the Aged Funding (begin including funding from unincorpo-
rated areas), and Funding for Housing in the North. The executive
has decided to have an early meeting in April to create a plan for
approaching government officials to start discussions on these
topics early. A common theme brought up at the latest meeting
was the loss of staff to higher paying opportunities/jobs in the
area. Unfortunately, municipalities are only able to raise wages so
much without increasing taxes by an unreasonable amount. We
look forward to continued discussions with other KDMA members
on these issues and hope to find solutions that will help our com-
munities in the North.

Economic Development:

After 16 years we finally see a finish line in our Ely Lake Cottage
Lot Development project. Council approved of TBT Engineering
completing a survey for the property. Keep in mind this is the en-
tire 12 hectares, not individually surveyed lots. The survey was
completed at the end of March and a survey package will be sent
to the Ministry at the beginning of April. Originally, we were told
the land would be owned by Machin by the end of December
2026, now we are hoping it will be done by December 2025. How-
ever, we have had our Vermilion Bay Cemetery Expansion survey
plans sit in the Surveyor Generals Office for over a year now, so
we are aware of the wait time after submitting survey plans to the
government. Once Machin owns the land, we will be able to
begin the process of getting it development ready to sell individual
cottage lots. It should be worth noting that with exception of staff
time, Machin has not spent any funds on this project. We were
lucky enough to receive funding from the government to com-
plete the public consultation, archeological assessments, and sur-
vey.

Municipal staff are being trained to use new services available
through our GIS system which aim at modernizing services and
help tracking public works projects and by-law issues. Staff will
now be able to record property information, including by-law
warnings, who investigated the incident, the incident result as
well as use it for public works projects like culvert replacement,
bridge maintenance, etc. We’ll also be able to use it for economic
development purposes like community improvement. With the
CIP programs we offer, we can add what programs have been
used on each property and the outcome of the project. Like all
technology, it will take us time to get used to and get in the habit
of utilizing. I'm excited to see us take another step forward to
implementing some of our modernization.

As mentioned in the last Messenger, the Municipality is applying

to two different funding organizations for the costs to replace
our Woodland Arena Ice Plant Chiller. Previously the thought
was to apply for a total of $450,000 which would cost Machin
$160,000 total, if we were able to receive hydro incentives, the
cost would be $70,000. Our plan has since changed, and we
have applied for $200,000 to the Ontario Trillium Foundation
but will now be applying for just over $450,000 to NOHFC
through a 75%/25% split program. If successful with both pro-
grams, the Municipality would still be required to fund 10% of
the total costs, even if we did receive over $600,000 in funding.
This would mean Machin would now only be responsible for
$61,000 of total project costs, if we are able to receive hydro
incentives, we would actually make $30,000. A lot needs to
happen as we need to be successful with both grants and re-
ceive hydro incentives from using a new plant. This is the best-
case scenario and one we hope to achieve.

Fire Season Starts April 1* — ALL Outdoor Fires MUST Follow MNR Regulations
Call 310-FIRE (310-3473) to Report a Forest Fire

Rules that MUST be followed:

Ignite the fire no sooner than 2 hours before sunset and extinguish it no later than 2 hours after sunrise
Conditions allow fire to burn safely until extinguished. IF IT'S WINDY, DON’T BURN!
You take all necessary steps to tend, control and extinguish the fire

Do not have an open fire in a restricted fire zone

The only material that can be burnt is:

® grass
® wood
® Dbrush

wood by-product

Using an incinerator:

e ensure the incinerator is an enclosed device constructed entirely of non-combustible material
e cover the incinerator with a screen having a mesh size of not more than 5 millimetres

e keep the incinerator at least 5 metres from any forest area

o keep the incinerator at least 2 metres from any flammable material

Safe outdoor burning tips:

Keep your fire small

. keep burning pile less than 2 metres (6 % feet) in diameter and less than 2 metres high

. an area of grass or leaves can be burned if the area is less than one hectare (2.5 acres) and the length of the flaming edge is
kept to less than 30 metres (100 feet)

Choose a safe site

o  keep burning piles at least 2 metres from other flammable material so the fire doesn’t escape by running along the ground away

from the pile or burn area

e if burning an area of grass or leaves, make sure the area is surrounded by a fire-proof boundary, such as a road, wet ditch or

ploughed ground

Stay with your fire

® you must tend the fire, keep it under control, and extinguish it before leaving the site

® aresponsible person must be present to tend the fire at all times, even if it is contained in an incinerator
® keep adequate tools and water on hand to control the fire if it begins to spread

Put the fire out — since coals can smoulder for hours and hot embers and sparks can be blown by the wind:

° dispose of used charcoal or ashes in a pit
° drown hot coals thoroughly, stir them and drown them again until cold

If you start a fire, you are responsible for putting it out. MNR can fine you and hold you responsible for the cost of putting out the
fire and for any property damage.

. The Municipality has granted permission to bring these bags to the landfill with no charge. Volunteers
can drop their bags off at the Municipal Landfills that are open or leave them on the road edges for
pickup by volunteers or the Public Works Department. Emcon will pick-up along the numbered high-
ways (large black bags).

. We encourage volunteers to recycle where possible to help extend the life of our landfills (clear bags).
Crush recycle material as much as possible to optimize Blue Box space at landfills. Clear bags containing
recycle material can be deposited directing into the recycle bins at the landfills, any black bags contain-
ing recycle material must be emptied into the recycle bins.

. Please make sure your bags are visible along the roads but well off the road to make sure they are not
impeding the flow of traffic.

. If your bags are not picked up by Tuesday May 6" please contact the Municipal Office to ensure they
are removed.
