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Municipal Notes

COUNCIL NEWS

We'd like to wish everyone a Happy New Year and hope
you all enjoyed the holiday season! As we move into Janu-
ary, we have a lot of projects/topics on our mind that we
plan on discussing with Minister Offices as the year goes
on. Some of these projects/topics include our landfills,
Crown Land acquisition projects, municipal bridges, and
many more. With our EDO being located close to Toronto
we’ll be able to have more representation with offices lo-
cated in Toronto and be able to talk with Ministers, or Min-
isters staff, face to face on these topics.

Mayor, Council, municipal staff, and members of our Vol-
unteer Fire Department had a yearly emergency plan
meeting/training in December. These meetings take place
in the municipal office and give members of the meeting a
chance to go over potential emergency situations that the
Municipality could face. Meetings establish responsibilities
and outline the roles of each individual during different
types of emergencies so we’re prepared for any that may
eventually take place.

The Municipality was pleased to hear the government re-
spond so quickly to rising OPP costs after the immediate
action taken by Municipalities like Machin urging for some-
thing to be done. While we are very happy the govern-
ment removed our proposed OPP cost increases for 2025,
we are still worried about the future of these costs and
how a sustainable model can be reached. Councillor Den-
nis Peterson voiced these concerns in Thunder Bay in De-
cember at the zone 1 meeting. This meeting included mu-
nicipal representatives, OPP members, and members from
the Ministry of the Solicitor General. Downloaded costs
like our OPP costs have steadily seen rises and at this rate
are something that all municipalities are not going to be
able to accommodate, especially small communities like
ours. We try our best to keep taxes at a reasonable rate
each year but can only do so much as some costs are un-
fortunately out of our control.

The Municipality has been working with TD over the past
couple months to slowly transition our banking services to
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them without having any service interruptions. Municipal
staff met again with team members from TD that will be
responsible for helping with the transition and our overall
banking needs. We expect to see direct deposit payments
for sending/receiving money available in January. Once we
are up and running on this end, we will provide more detail
for those that wish to sign up. If you already have direct
payment through Alterna, we will be sure to let you know
any changes that occur. We don’t believe there should be
any major changes; however, we will reach out if there is.
The Canada Post strike has really emphasized the im-
portance of having online banking services. The strike has
caused delays in cheque payments being sent, something
we will not have to worry about in the near future as we
move some of our banking services online. We mentioned
previously the thought of potentially having interac/point-of
-sale machines, this will be revisited once we are comforta-
bly up and running with TD in 2025.

Economic Development:

The Woodland Arena has been experiencing problems with
the ice plant (chiller) for the arena the past few years and
seems to be progressively getting worse. Our arena manag-
er has been working extremely hard to get the plant running
each time it shuts down, not to mention keeping constant
communication with Trane going over options/methods to
have the plant running smoother. After talking with Trane
Technologies, the chiller is on year 16 meaning it’s aging
closer to its full life expectancy (15-20 years). Mayor, Coun-
cil, municipal staff, and our arena manager discussed op-
tions proposed by Trane Technologies for us moving for-
ward. Our most likely option is to receive a quote for the
costs to replace the entire unit and apply to two different
grants to cover 90% of the costs of the project. The grants
we’d be looking at include the Ontario Trillium Foundation
Capital Grant and the Northern Ontario Heritage Fund Cor-
poration’s Rural Enhancement Stream. If we were to move
forward with this, and were successful with the grants, a
potential breakdown for the project would be $200,000
from OTF, $250,000 from NOHFC, and $50,000 from the
Municipality to complete it. We will continue to keep the
public updated as we weigh different options moving for-
ward.

Committee Meeting between members and further dis-
cussions with Mayor, Council, and municipal staff, we are
going to be adding Wi-Fi at the Eagle River Recreation
Centre. Starlink has officially been ordered and once it
arrives our public works staff will install it at the rec cen-
tre. Most public spaces, especially public buildings, seem
to offer free Wi-Fi for users; the installation also opens up
many more opportunities for different uses at the rec cen-
tre. With Wi-Fi, the rec centre can be rented for meetings,
presentations, and other business/work related uses as
well as programs like Armchair Travel and different DNFC
events.

The Notice of Completion for our Ely Lake project has
been completed and came back with no comments. Now
MNREF is issuing a Statement of Completion notice which
will end on January 16™. In this Statement of Completion,
they’ve added a preliminary date on when they believe
the entire process should be done (official sale of land to
Machin), the date chosen is in December 2026. They have
assured us that this is early, and the process can be done
before this date. While it’s encouraging to see an end
date in sight, it’s still far away, based on previous experi-
ence it would seem like a realistic date as well. The com-
pleted survey for the cemetery expansion has been sitting
in the surveyor general’s office for close to a year now,
this gives a good idea of the wait time expected as we are
yet to even receive survey instructions to begin surveying
for Ely Lake.

Big kudos to our Public Works Department for starting the
culvert inventory checklist this past fall! Thanks to them
starting this, we’ve been able to update the information to
our excel spreadsheets and share this with our GIS system
operators. With this information, CGIS has been able to
upload it to our GIS database and we can now view our
current mapped culverts in our GIS system! This gives staff
the ability to check/update yearly which culverts need re-
placements, their size, location, and make. We hope to
have all culverts marked by the end of this year, a small
step forward in modernizing our services and staying up to
date on our asset management.

January is Alzheimer Awareness Month
A Resource for Caregivers of People with Alzheimer Disease or Related Dementia

Alzheimer Disease is a progressive, degenerative brain disease that destroys vital brain cells. As a result of the changes to
the brain, it no longer works as it used to. People with this disease become less and less able to make sense of infor-
mation from the outside world. They become unable to think, remember, understand, and make decisions as before. If a
fire were to occur in their home, people with Alzheimer Disease or other dementia would be extremely vulnerable to se-
rious injury, or even death. The following fire safety information can help make a safer environment for persons with Alz-
heimer Disease - and those who live with them.

Smoking: Careless smoking is the leading cause of fire deaths in Ontario. For people with Alzheimer Disease, the risk is
even greater. As the disease progresses, they are less likely to follow safe smoking procedures making it important to su-
pervise the individual while they are smoking. Purchase large, deep ashtrays and consider putting water in the bottom for
added safety. Cigarette butts and ashes should be submerged in water before being dumped in the garbage. Placing a
cookie sheet under the ashtray can prevent cigarette and hot ashes from falling onto furniture or clothing. Smoking out-
side, or while seated at a table, is safer than smoking on upholstered sofas or chairs. No one should ever smoke in bed,
nor in a home where oxygen is in use.

Cooking: If the person likes to cook, it is important to provide supervision and assist where necessary. Removing the fus-
es or knobs from the stove will prevent its use during unsupervised times. Other appliances, such as toasters and electric
kettles, should be unplugged and stored out of sight when not in use. Even though microwaves are less hazardous than
stovetops, they can still cause burn injuries and fires, so should only be used with supervision.

Heating Appliances: If space heaters are used in the home, make sure they are kept at least one metre (three feet) away
from anything that can burn. The surfaces of woodstoves and fireplaces get extremely hot, so keep metal fire screens
around them to prevent contact burns.

Candles: All candles should be removed from the home of a person with Alzheimer Disease or related dementia as they
can easily be knocked over or brushed against.

Home Fire Escape Planning: If a fire occurs in the home, caregivers need as much time as possible to assist the person
with Alzheimer Disease to safety. Having working smoke alarms on every storey and outside all sleeping areas as required
by law helps to ensure the earliest detection and warning of fire. Test smoke alarms once a month following the manu-
facturer’s instructions and replace batteries once a year. If the alarm is more than 10 years old, it needs to be replaced.

In a fire situation, it is critical that everyone in the household knows what to do and where to meet outside of the home.
Develop a home escape plan, indicating two ways out of every room, if possible, and review the plan with every member
of the household. The plan should also identify who will assist the person with Alzheimer and any other vulnerable occu-
pant(s) to safety outside of the home.

When the smoke alarm sounds and there is smoke or fire, everyone must get out right away. Call 911 from outside the
house on a cell phone or from a neighbour’s house.
