Municipal Notes

COUNCIL NEWS:

We are already entering the 6" month of the year as time
seems to keep going by quickly! We’re sure everyone is
eager to get out fishing or enjoy the outdoors and the
warmer weather we’ve been experiencing so far this
spring. Like last year, we want to remind everyone to
please be cautious of insects like ticks when you’re out-
doors or have a pet that has been playing outside. It's al-
ways a good idea to self-inspect when you’ve been outside
most of the day or have been walking through long grass.
Please be cautious and enjoy your time outdoors!

Council officially passed and approved the 2024 budget at
the May 13" Council meeting. To accommodate for the
increased budget, taxes will be going up by about 3.4% this
year; we were able to see that number drop a little bit
compared to the preliminary raise of 4.6% that we predict-
ed. Any questions regarding the municipal budget can be
directed to municipal staff at 807-227-2633.

Mayor Griffiths and our EDO visited Rainy River to meet
with elected officials and staff from the communities of
Rainy River, Dawson, Morley, and Lake of The Woods.
We'd like to thank you all for taking time out of your day to
meet with us and talk about the similarities and differences
between our municipalities. We've found it extremely
helpful to meet and talk with other communities close to
our population size; these meetings have assisted with giv-
ing us a different perspective on how to approach/handle
different municipal topics like landfills, administration, red
tape issues, and various other municipal matters including
day-to-day operations and long-term operations.

have so many members of our community take time out of
their weekend and volunteer for the betterment of the area
we live in. One common theme in small towns is the im-
portance of volunteers and the impact they have on the
quality of life and services provided in the community.
Thank you again to all for their help and to the many volun-
teers we have in our area!

Economic Development:

Mayor Griffiths and | visited the Dryden MNRF office in the
middle of May to meet with new staff members on our pro-
jects and discuss where they are at with them and next
steps. As mentioned before, the Vermilion Bay North Ceme-
tery project is still in the survey review process and could
still be another 3+ months before we hear back. As for Ely
Lake, we have sent out a Request for Proposal to have a
Stage 1 Archaeological Assessment done as per MNRF re-
quirements for the proposed property location. Ministry
staff have screened our project and determined the class
environmental assessment that is required; we’ll be con-
firming soon when the 30-day public consultation period
will begin and if this is something that’ll be led by the Mu-
nicipality or MNRF. Unfortunately, the Ely Lake project is
not something we see being completed any time soon. The
Provincial Government is trying to simplify this process and
have assigned a task team to review cases and projects like
ours. Our expectation is that they’ll work with us to show
that acquiring Crown Land for cottage lot development is
achievable and can be done in a much easier/transparent
way.

Right now, we’re waiting to hear back from Hydro One on
comments related to our draft plan of subdivision for the
Old Blue Lake Road Property as well as from the Ministry of
Transportation on what’s needed on their end since our pro-
posed access road is off Highway 647. After hearing back
from both Hydro One and MTO we can update the condi-
tions of approval for the draft plan and finally submit it to
Council. Instead of waiting for the July Messenger, for more
updates you can also stay up to date by viewing the council
meeting minutes at https://visitmachin.com/p/council-
meetings.

Community Fund. We applied in January for funds to pur-
chase interactive projectors to install at both Seniors Liv-
ing Buildings in Machin. While disappointed, we will con-
tinue to look for funding opportunities and try and take
advantage of them as they arise. The Northern Ontario
Heritage Fund Corporation moved our Happy Go Lucky
Senior Centre project from phase 1 onto phase 2 this past
month. We applied for costs to improve the acoustics of
the building, replace windows, replace doors, and install a
concrete walkway outside. We'll be completing the appli-
cation this month and will wait to hear back on the phase
2 decision sometime this summer or fall. The Municipality
also applied to the Tbaytel For Good Community Fund in
May. The Revitalization Committee brainstormed ideas
for the funding and we landed on applying for costs to add
to the Eagle River Outdoor Rink including: picnic tables,
install a volleyball/badminton net, purchase 12 canopy
structures, and add shelving to the rink shack. Canopy
structures would be installed and used to run market
events so local vendors can have a place to set up and
have their own space. The goal from the project is to uti-
lize the space year-round instead of just in the winter
months.

Our digital speed signs are up on Spruce St, keeping
track of local traffic and their speed helps with both
tracking daily traffic numbers and relaying information
to the OPP of dangerous speeds on this street. We've
been grading roads and filling pot holes the past month
and plan to tackle parks crew work as we begin to hire
summer staff. Roussin Road has been closed due to
road conditions. We are working on the maintenance of
the road and bringing it back to municipal standards.
Due to the weather and delays in hiring summer crew
members we have not had a grass crew out managing
our municipal properties. This is a high priority for us
right now and is something we’ll be targeting/
completing at the beginning of June.

Campfire Safety — Never burn when it’s windy. Camp-
fires must follow all of MNR Fire’s regulations listed on
the MNR website. Only start a fire when the conditions
allow the fire to burn safely. You are responsible for
the fires you start. MNR Fire investigates all forest fires
to determine the cause. If you cause a wildland fire, you
can be charged and may be held responsible for the
cost of putting out the fire.

Do not leave the fire unattended and always supervise
children and pets around a fire.

Keep simple firefighting equipment adequate to put out
the fire, such as shovels, water or sand nearby.

Stay on the site until the fire is completely out and
there are no glowing embers.

Camping Safety — When using an extension cord, en-
sure that it is in good condition, the proper cord to han-
dle the load placed upon it, and that the outlets are
protected from moisture. Cords that are frayed or dam-
aged in any way must be replaced immediately.

Never use a portable propane heater inside your tent —
or any other enclosed space. Without adequate venting
and fresh air, propane appliances can rapidly produce
dangerous levels of carbon monoxide (CO), a poisonous
gas that is invisible, odourless and tasteless and that
can lead to unconsciousness and even death.

If using a camper or RV:

Install smoke alarms, CO alarms and propane leak
alarms and test that they are working properly.

Have a certified contractor inspect and maintain your
propane equipment annually.

Use only approved appliances and equipment that have
been installed by a registered technician.

Before driving, turn off all propane-powered appliances
and the propane tank.

Use only designated spaces outside the RV for storage
and transportation of gas cylinders, relief valves, regu-
lating equipment, flammable liquids, etc.

When refueling an RV, shut off all interior burners, pilot
lights, appliances and automatic ignition switches as
well as the RV motor. All passengers should exit the RV
as well.

Before using propane stoves and heaters, ensure that
they are properly connected, as connections may loos-
en during travel.

Never block the combustion exhaust vent.

When using stove, open the overhead vent or turn on the
exhaust fan and open a window.

Do not use stove as a heat source.

Store all combustibles well away from kitchen area.
Never block escape routes, everyone should have a clear
path to quickly evacuate in the case of an emergency.
BBQ Safety — Place the BBQ away from wooden fences or
walls, vinyl siding, or anything that can burn. The area
behind your BBQ must be free of anything that can ignite
—this is where hot gases escape.

Use the BBQ outdoors as BBQs can cause CO poisoning if
used in an enclosed space.

Use a pipe cleaner or wire to clean the burner ports
Examine the hose leading from the tank to the burners.
Replace if cracked or damaged.

Test for leaks by applying a 50/50 solution of water and
dish soap to propane cylinder connections and hoses. If
bubbles appear, tighten the connection(s) and/or replace
the damaged part(s) and retest.

Always use long handled grilling utensils and heat re-
sistant oven mitts to avoid exposure burns from heat and
flames. Do not wear loose clothing when using a BBQ.
When finished barbecuing, turn the gas valve off first,
then turn off the burner controls so no gas is left in the
connecting hose. Allow the BBQ to cool completely before
closing the cover.

Periodically remove the grease in the catch trays and
make sure that grease does not build up on the burners or
at the base of the BBQ. Failure to do so could cause a
grease fire. Never throw water on a grease fire — this will
only spread the flame.

Never use or store propane cylinders inside any structure,
including garages.

Never leave the BBQ unattended when in use and always
keep children and pets away from the BBQ.

Contact Machin Volunteer Fire and First Response if need
a smoke/CO alarm, fire safety information, or if interested
in volunteering with the department. Volunteer applica-
tions can also be picked up at the Municipal Office. No
experience required.
