 As the warm weather arrives, it's the perfect time to get outside 
and enjoy all that summer has to offer—whether it's hiking, pic-
nicking, gardening, or just relaxing in the sunshine.  While you're 
soaking up the season, don’t forget to stay tick-aware.  Ticks are 
more active in the warmer months and can carry illnesses.  Stick 
to trails when hiking, wear light-colored clothing to spot ticks 
more easily, and always do a tick check after spending time out-
doors.

On June 3rd, we were lucky enough to have a meeting with the 
Deputy Minister of Health to discuss the proposed EMS Base and 
Health Clinic project in Machin.  Attending the meeting were 
Machin’s Mayor, Machin’s EDO, Henry Wall, and representatives 
from the Points North Family Health Team, Dr. Gagnon and Jen-
nifer Loewen.  The purpose of the meeting was to present the 
critical need for improved emergency medical services and acces-
sible healthcare in the region. The delegation emphasized the 
importance of establishing a combined EMS Base/Health Clinic to 
better serve the residents of Machin and surrounding communi-
ties.  We are hopeful that this meeting marks a step forward to-
ward securing the funding necessary to bring this much-needed 
project to life.  The discussions were productive and highlighted a 
shared commitment to enhancing rural healthcare infrastructure 
in Northwestern Ontario.  We are optimistic that this dialogue 
will pave the way for meaningful support and action.  A sincere 
thank you goes to Henry Wall, Jennifer Loewen, and Dr. Gagnon 
for their dedication and continued efforts in moving this initiative 
forward.  Their insights and advocacy were instrumental in con-
veying the urgency and benefits of this project to the Deputy 
Minister.  With continued collaboration and support, we believe 
this project can become a reality and significantly improve 
healthcare access and emergency response services in our com-
munity. 

Mayor, Council, and the Municipality of Machin, would like to 
extend our heartfelt Thank You to Carman Brignall for the incred-
ible work she has done for our community.  Through her dedica-
tion and creativity, Carman has launched numerous recreation 
programs and community events that have had a lasting and 
positive impact on residents of all ages.  Her efforts have brought 
people together, encouraged active living, and helped build a 
stronger, more connected community.  We previously applied 
twice to the Resilient Communities Fund through the Ontario

Trillium Foundation for her position and were successful, but un-
fortunately, the program was no longer available.  As a result, we 
applied to the Grow program offered by OTF to try and secure 
another three years of funding for Carman’s position.  We were 
not successful in receiving funding under this new program unfor-
tunately.  While we are disappointed by this outcome, we remain 
incredibly grateful for all that Carman has accomplished during 
her time with us.  Her passion and commitment to enhancing rec-
reational opportunities in Machin have truly made a difference, 
and we cannot thank her enough for her contributions. 

The Municipality of Machin has received several complaints re-
garding unsecured loads being transported through our communi-
ty.  We want to remind all drivers that failing to properly secure 
your load is both dangerous and illegal.  Unsecured materials can 
pose serious safety risks to other motorists and pedestrians, and 
they contribute to litter in our community—something we work 
hard to prevent and clean up.  Keeping Machin clean and safe is a 
shared responsibility, and we ask everyone to do their part.  
Please be aware that penalties will be enforced for those found 
transporting unsecured loads.  Let’s work together to protect our 
roads, our environment, and each other.

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                    Restricted Fire Zone 

As of May 16, 2025, a Restricted Fire Zone is in effect under order of the Ministry of Natural Resources in Fire Zones 2, 3, 
6, 7 & 8 encompassing from near English River all the way to the Manitoba border. 
 
Under a Restricted Fire Zone, NO OUTDOOR OPEN AIR BURNING IS PERMITTED. This includes all burning, including 
grass, debris & campfires, even when using an outdoor fire grate, fire place or fire pit.   
 
There are two reasons why a Restricted Fire Zone is in effect. 

1. When outdoor conditions are extremely dry. 

2. The number of fires occurring has stretched firefighting resources to capacity. 
A Restricted Fire Zone is a temporary measure for extreme situations. As soon as outdoor conditions permit, the re-
strictions are lifted. 
 
What you can use 
Gas or fuel stove 
If you need heat for cooking or warmth in a Restricted Fire Zone, you can only use: 

¶ a portable liquid fuel or gas stove (for example, barbeque), that can be turned off easily by closing a shut-off valve or 
lid 
¶ the stove must be at least one metre away from any flammable material 

 
The following can be used within 100 metres of a permanent structure used as a dwelling: 
Charcoal 
Your charcoal installation must: 

¶ be at least one metre from any flammable material 
¶ be completely extinguished and all ashes and coals safely disposed of before installation is moved or left unattended 
Outdoor Wood burning stove or furnace 
Your wood burning installation must be: 

¶ at least five metres from any forest area 

¶ at least two metres from any flammable material 

¶ situated on bare rock, mineral, soil or other material that wonôt burn and extends two metres around the stove or fur-
nace in all directions 

¶ designed to be used for cooking or warmth 

¶ designed to use wood as fuel source 

¶ made entirely of non-combustible material 

¶ enclosed the fire on all sides with solid material 
equipped with working spark arresting devices for all vents and chimneys 
 
Once a Restricted Fire Zone is declared, it is illegal to set a fire for any purpose within the affected area unless specific 
conditions have been met. 
Failure to comply could result in: 

¶ a fine up to $25,000 

¶ three months in jail 
financial responsibility for any costs incurred in fighting a forest fire
